Dear Friends and Fellow Parishioners,

There are two items that [ want to address:

First, as Julia Morris-Myers and Bill Myers are leaving St Paul’s at the end of Au-
gust to move back to Maine, we want to thank them for their dedicated service to
St. Paul’s for the past eight years. Julia has been a wonderful Director of Music.
She is a very talented organist and provided us with very inspirational musical ar-
rangements for our services as well as arranging for other musicians to accompany
her. Bill has accompanied Julia on occasion with his cello and served as a member
of the Choir. He has also been a regular and dedicated attendee at St. Paul’s
monthly Men's Breakfast. So, we wish them a safe, healthy and enjoyable future in Maine.

Second, the Diocese of Easton has scheduled a Fall Mission Summit Ministry Fair to be held at
Christ Church on Kent Island on 7 October 2023. Each Parish in the Diocese of Easton has been in-
vited to register for the Ministry Fair and provide an exhibit of an innovative ministry. St Paul’s has
registered for the Fair and will provide an exhibit of our focus on the environmental responsibility
aspect of our Micah Ministry. Our Green Team, consisting of myself, Elsie Ozinga, Sally Cooper
and Sharon North, is developing our exhibit. We will be joined at the Fair by Interfaith Partners for
the Chesapeake with whom we have a Congregational Partnership Pledge that states in part, “As a
community of faith we are called to honor our sacred bond with our Creator, serve as good stew-
ards to the land and waters of the Chesapeake and sustain the life and health of all creatures.” We
will also be joined by ShoreRivers who provided the Grant for our Rain Garden which uses rain wa-
ter piped over from a number of Church building downspouts. The rain water runoff absorbed by
the Rain Garden reduces the amount of our runoff contributing to Centreville rain water runoff into
local streams and other waterways that may carry various types of nutrient laden sediment that
may have a negative impact on the Chesapeake Bay. We also have rain barrels at the Church and
Rectory provided by ShoreRivers to collect rain water from downspouts that are not situated to
flow to the Rain Garden. The collected rain water is used for watering other garden areas around
the Church and Rectory  Our Ministry Fair exhibit will consist of information about the Rain Gar-
den and rain barrels and offer a drawing for visitors to win a rain barrel to be provided by Shore-
Rivers. More information to follow.

The Backpack Meals for Kids is an initiative in which churches throughout Queen Anne’s
County (and the nation) provide weekend food for children who are most at risk of not having
enough to eat when school is not in session. Each week during the school year, St Paul’s pro-
vides weekend meals for 50 students at Kennard Elementary School. Each child receives a
bag of kid-friendly, healthy, non-perishable food containing 2 breakfast items, 2 lunch items, 2
fruit cups, 2 juice boxes and 2 snacks.

This program is supported by the QAC Community Partnerships for Children and Families
and volunteers from St Paul’s. If you would like to know how you could help, here are a few
suggestions.

1—Cash. Make checks payable to St Paul’s & in the memo space write Backpacks.
2—Packing bags. We meet every Wednesday at 9 a.m. in the Harper Room. Usually takes
about 30 minutes.

3—Adopt a food. Choose one item to keep in stock, like oatmeal. That would mean buying
50 individual packs of catmeal per week in the month. For as many months you like (1-9).
4—On-line shopping. I would make out a menu for the month. You would place the order at
your choice of vender & have it delivered to the church.

All volunteers who shop for the food are reimbursed by the county.
